The meeting was called to order by John Woiton, president, at 7:25 p.m., February 24, 2010, at Double Dave’s Pizzaworks. Other officers attending were Dominic Santos, vice president; Roy Jones, Secretary, and Christy Nesbitt, Member-at-Large. Absent was Rita Grafton, Treasurer. A total of 21 attended the meeting.
The January 30, 2010 membership drive notes were published on the club website. 
Treasurers Report: None
Old Business: None 
New Business: 

Club insurance: The club has insurance coverage for club rides. Details of the insurance policy are still being studied. Club members are covered for liability, medical, and property damage. To be covered, the ride must be a club ride and a club member must sign a ride sheet verifying attendance. An invited guest may sign up one time. After the one time, non-members may attend the ride but will not be covered by club insurance. Any pertinent information gleaned from a closer inspection will be passed on at a later date. 

Loop Group: The Loop Group historically has been a cycling community ride and not a club ride. However, it was discussed that should club members wish to sign a ride sheet, a club member could be present as the club ride leader—not Loop Group leader—and the ride might be considered a club ride. Should the insurance company not preclude such a ride, confirmation will either be in club minutes or published in the weekly announcements.

Burma Time Trial: The time trial will be Saturday March 6, at 2 p.m. Assembly area will be at the intersection of Arden Road and S. Burma Road. The event will be a stand alone in that the fastest man and fastest woman will be announced and honored at the end of the time trial. New this year will be a Lantern Rouge (Red Lantern) award given to the last place participant. The person’s perseverance, participation, and efforts will be recognized at the event.  

Volunteer hours: Volunteer hours will be tracked monthly until the end of the season in November. Members will be recognized and various thank you gifts awarded. This is not to preclude a thank you gift at the time of some event. Members will be asked to submit their hours monthly via the club email for documentation. The suggested form will have the activity and time contributed, but only the total hours for the individual will be posted on the club tracking sheet. 

Cycling mileage goal: New this year will be a tracking of mileage. Details of the procedures and methods of tracking will be published at a later date.
Adopt a Highway: The project is being considered as a club activity. It would be good publicity and public relations for the club to sponsor a section of a road. Desirable locations are being sought. The final decision of sponsorship has not been made and will be determined later. 

Membership t-shirts: Individual members will receive a t-shirt for joining the club and family membership will receive one t-shirt per family. The requested size is on the application form. The target date for distribution is for the middle of March.

Tour de Burma: The tour will be held June 19. The tour will be a ride and not a racing event. The usual route may have to be modified this year due to road construction on the Mertzon highway. 

The Six Hour Mountain Bike Event will be held in October: Work on the project has already begun and information will be forthcoming. 
Club Jerseys: Club jerseys will be offered to sell later on in the season. More details later. 

Community Service workers: John Gonzales stated he had a source of people needing community service for various projects. The system works best when there is a set date, time, and project each month but one-time events are not precluded if sufficient notice is given. 

Forum: The need for a message board or forum was expressed for there to be better communication among the members of the bicycling community. It was suggested that Facebook may not fill the void and alternatives were suggested. The software package that the club website uses does not have a forum capability but a message board is a possibility. In the interim, it is suggested that Facebook be used in the best way possible. 

Mountain Bike Ride Information: Kevin Boyce volunteered to be the contact person for individuals wishing ride locations, times, and dates. His contact information will be on the club website. 

Bike Month: Rick Ogan announced that May is the designated bike month. Any activity that would help promote biking has yet to be decided.
Time Trial Schedules and Locations: A healthy discussion concerning both road and mountain bike time trial schedules and locations occurred. Information was provided and now will be processed to determine what can be done or changed to provide participants with active, satisfying club time trials.  

There being no further business the meeting was adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
