
San Angelo Bicycling Association membership meeting notes

October 25, 2010

An emergency meeting of the San Angelo Bicycling Association (SABA) was held at Double Dave’s on Monday, October 25, 2010. The purpose of the meeting was to discuss complications that had arisen regarding the 6 Hour Dinosaur mountain bike race that was scheduled for October 30, 2010.

Club president Ty Johnson called the meeting to order at 6:55 PM. Twenty-one members, including the five officers, were present.

I. Six Hour Dinosaur Race
The Problems:

1. The Post Office Box number on all the promotional materials was listed incorrectly. As of this day, only three registrations have been received. Ty visited the two main post offices in San Angelo, and there was no sign of any “lost” letters sent to the incorrect post box. There was also no online registration for the event. Ty also contacted 25 bike shops in Texas, and none of them reported complaints of returned registrations.
2. SABA has approximately $4000 invested in the event.
3. Johnny Mellow’s is holding a 6 hour endurance mountain bike race in two weeks.
4. Our club insurance does not currently cover race events.
After consulting with Randy Rangel, owner of Randy’s Bike and Run, it was agreed that it is in the best interest of the club to cancel the postpone the event until 2011. The running portion of the event will still go on as planned. 

Volunteers needed:

Mike Buck, representing the San Angelo Road Lizards, asked for 5 volunteers on mountain bikes to provide support for the race. RSVP to Ty no later than Friday if you are interested in helping out.

Volunteers are also needed in many other areas of the event. Show up at the North Shore of SASP at 7:00 am on Saturday, October 30. Bring your cell phone. 

Six SABA members committed to helping out at the event.

The course: 

The 30K course is clearly marked with arrows and pink ribbons on the right. The nine mile loop starts at the North Pavilion of San Angelo State Park. Yellowjackets are plentiful at the park, so folks are asked to be cautious.

Race expenses:

The order for race t-shirts has been cancelled. Ty and Roy will check to see if the club will lose a deposit or have to pay a cancellation fee.

Randy will absorb the cost of the prizes and swag for the race. 

We are not sure about the gift certificates and supplies. We may save the gift certificates for future events.

II. Other Business

The PO Box number has been corrected on the website.

The club officers will be meeting soon, and another membership meeting will be scheduled next month. Communication will be the top priority.

Ty asked for suggestions and comments from the members present.

· One member suggested that all race registration should be online. Few people register by mail these days. 
· Several members expressed interested in having a club Christmas party.
· Will awards be given out to recognize the time trial participants and volunteers?


Yes, we plan to give out certificates or ribbons.

· One member suggested holding a duathlon event at the State Park with road bikes and mountain bikes
· More variety in time trial courses.
We are planning to hold at least six road and mountain bike time trials next year. The night rides will also resume.

Thank you to Rick and Donna for helping out with trail maintenance at the State Park on October 16. They rerouted the trails past some eroded ditches.

III. Upcoming Events
1. Trail Maintenance day at SASP on November 6. This will be the last one of the year.
2. Christmas Lights Bike Ride - SABA will host an bike ride through the Christmas Lights display on December 5, 2010.
3. SABA members have volunteered to man the booth at the Christmas Lights driving tour. We need to double check the date.
